Whose 'Hills' are they anyway?

One of the first things I learned when I came to live in Russia was that Russians have a different name for the fairground ride that I know as the 'Roller Coaster'. It seems that in Russia this attraction is called the 'American Hills'. For some reason I could never understand, it was a great source of amusement to my students that the Americans apparently call them the 'Russian Hills'. This puzzled me somewhat since I had never heard them called anything but 'Roller Coasters' and had always understood that the term came from the United States. I even went so far as to check with my American colleagues. They assured me that they had never referred to the Roller Coaster as the Russian Hills. Over the intervening years I have been told or have overheard my students telling each other about this on numerous occasions. I remained puzzled until really quite recently when I came across an article on the development of the Roller Coaster. 

It is generally accepted, by the experts that the 'Roller Coaster' had its origins in the 'Ice Slides' that first made their appearance in Russia during the 17th century. These 'Ice Slides' were huge man-made slopes or 'hills' built almost entirely from wood. They were covered with thick sheets of ice, and people would slide down them in large sleds. A typical slide could be anything up to twenty-five metres in height and might stretch for a hundred metres. They were very popular with the Russian aristocracy of the time. Apparently, Catherine the Great herself really enjoyed the thrill of riding down these Ice Slides in her sled and even had a number of them built on her estate. 

According to the article, there is some dispute as to who actually added wheels thereby creating the first 'rolling' coaster. Robert Cartmell, who wrote the book The Incredible Scream Machine: A History of the Roller Coaster, gives the Russians credit for building the first wheeled machine. He says that a wheeled version was built in 1784 in St Petersburg. Other historians disagree and say it was the French who introduced wheels. What is known for certain is that by 1817 there were at least two Coasters with wheels in France. 

The first looping Coaster was located in Frascati Gardens in Paris, France. The slope was 12 metres high, had a 4 metre-wide loop and was tested with everything under the sun before humans were allowed to ride on it. The layout was simple: the rider rode down the gentle slope on a small cart and through a small metal circle. This Coaster was fabricated in England and then set up in Frascati Gardens in 1846. The ride ran for about twenty seasons before such railways went out of fashion. A similar railway was also built in the Circus Napoleon, but owing to an accident on the trial run was quickly shut down. There was another looping coaster built in England two years later than the one in Frascati Gardens which had only a two-metre diameter. At the time the French were very proud that their Coaster was on a much bigger scale. 

It was at this point in the article that I came across something interesting. It mentioned a coaster in France called the Les Montagnes Russes a Belleville (roughly translated: The Russian Mountains of Belleville), which featured rollers that were locked into the track. At last, I could sense a possible solution to the problem of why Russians believe that the Americans call the Roller Coaster The Russian Hills. Perhaps it is not the Americans who do so, but the French because the word for 'hill' in Russian is the same as the word for 'mountain'. 

The above, however, raises a further question: Why do Russians call The Roller Coaster The American Hills if the Americans didn't invent it? The only answer I can offer is that perhaps the modern version came to Russia via the United States. It was, after all, in the USA that a man with a French-sounding name, La Marcus Thompson, created the modern-day Roller Coaster. 

Yet another question concerns the origin of the American term 'roller coaster'. In my opinion, the author Robert Cartmell provides the answer. It involves a small US town and a wooden ride. According to him, "The Sliding-Hill and Toboggan" was built around the inner walls of a skating rink situated in a circular three-story brick building in Haverhill Massachusetts. The 500 metre tracks ran around the walls from the roof to the ground floor crossing the rink in a spiraling figure-of-eight formation." The ride used a sled that ran on a track made of wooden rollers laid side by side. The coaster only survived for three years and had nothing to do with the development of the modern roller coaster apart from furnishing it with a name. 

In England no one much cares much about the origins of Roller Coasters, only about how thrilling the ride is. This is probably true everywhere, as shown by the fact that every year sees the introduction of higher, faster and more complex versions.

A Legend of Stonehenge
There are hundreds of myths and legends about Stonehenge. In the past there have been many theories about who might have built this ancient structure. These have included the Danes, Romans, Saxons, Greeks, Atlanteans, Egyptians, Phoenicians Celts, King Aurelius Ambrosious, Merlin, Druids and even Aliens.

It wasn't until the Dark Ages that Stonehenge started to be appreciated and looked at as more than just a unique pile of rocks. It was during this time that the mystique and legend of Stonehenge really started to get people wondering what Stonehenge was used for and where it came from. Probably the most interesting legend relating to Stonehenge deals with Merlin the wizard of King Arthur fame.

Geoffrey of Monmouth in his book 'Histories of the Kings of Britain' mentions Merlin in connection with Stonehenge for the first time. He wrote about King Vortigern, who ruled until the Saxons, led by two brothers called Hengist and Horsa, invaded England in the 5th century. Vortigen even married Hengist's daughter in hope of preventing the invasion but Hengist was still determined to take over Britain.

One day, near the town of Salisbury, in the month of May, Hengist called a meeting between the Britons and Saxons. During the meeting the Saxons attacked the Britons and killed many of them. This act led to a great battle between the Britons and Saxons at Mount Badon in which Hengist's brother was killed. It was shortly after this battle that the Merlin legend took place.

It seems that King Arthur's uncle, King Aurelius Ambrosious, who, at that time, ruled a large part of what would later become England with the help of the famous wizard Merlin, went to Salisbury, where the Britons killed by Hengist were buried. The king was brought to tears at the sight of so many graves. He wondered how best to mark this sad place. Merlin suggested that it would be a good idea to bring some special magical stones from Ireland and use them to build a monument on the spot. 

The King ordered that Uther Pendragon, who was King Arthur's father, and fifteen thousand men would go to get the stones. The stones were located on Mount Killaraus and were used as a site for performing rituals and for healing. Led by King Uther and Merlin, the expedition set off for Ireland. The Irish heard about the expedition and their leader, King Gilloman, raised his own army vowing that the Britons would not take even the very smallest of the stones. The two armies fought a long and difficult campaign against each other. In the end, Uther and his men won their battle with King Gilloman and proceeded to Mount Killaraus. 

At first, the Britons were unsuccessful in their attempts to move the stones because they were so big and heavy. At this point, Merlin realized that only his magic arts would solve the problem. So Merlin made some mystical preparations and cast a magic spell. After this they were able to move the stones easily and then ship them back to Britain where they were set up in a great circle around the grave of the murdered Britons. Legend also has it that, when he died, Uther Pendragon was also buried inside this mystical stone circle to which the Saxons would later give the name 'Stonehenge.' 

All this, of course, is only a legend. We now know that Stonehenge was errected at a much earlier date. It was built in three separate stages. Apparently, the earliest parts of the site date from about 3000BC. The first stones were added in about 2000BC. Also it has been proved that these stones were transported not from Ireland but from Wales. Even so how they were moved is still unknown. Some think that they were moved the 400 kilometres on rollers, which were made from trees. Others believe that they were brought along the river Avon on huge rafts and then dragged to the site. One thing that is clear though is that however they were moved it must have required many people, who must have had amazing engineering skills for such an early period of history.

Scientists believe they have finally discovered the answers to many of its mysteries, such as how, why, and by whom it was built. They all agree that three separate cultures, the Windmill Hill, Beaker and Wessex peoples, were responsible for the construction of Stonehenge. It is also fairly certain that its purpose was as a religious site. With the aid of modern archaeological dating techniques they have also established that the most probable date for the completion of Stonehenge is 1500BC. Some things about this ancient megalith are more difficult to find out e.g. the reason the site was chosen in the first place. Is still hidden from us. For many ordinary people, though, the fact that we shall probably never know the full truth about Stonehenge is no bad thing. After all, the truth is usually less far less interesting to hear than tales of magic and heroic endeavours.

Stonehenge is now a major tourist attraction. Every year tens of thousands of people go to visit the site. Sadly, this is having a detrimental effect on the condition of the monument. In the past people have chipped off small pieces of the stone to take home as souvvenirs and have even carved their initials on the monument. This has become such a serious problem that some people are demanding that the site be closed to the public in order to protect it. It has even been suggested that it be dismantled and moved to a more secure site. Even now the government minister responsible for such sites is considering limiting visitors to only part of the site. The authorities should certainly take steps to protect this great and important piecof history, but it would be a great shame to make it inaccessible forever.

It only takes a few minutes to learn how to snorkel. The Most Haunted House in England

The peaceful village of Borley is not the sort of place you would normally think of as being associated with ghosts, yet it was the site of Borley Rectory, the most haunted house in England. The rectory was built in 1863 on the site of an ancient monastery and stories of the ghost of a crying nun were already well known to the villagers at that time. The stories told that she had fallen in love with a monk from the monastery. The two had tried to run away together but had been quickly caught. The monk was executed and the nun bricked up in the cellars of the monastery.

The first resident of Borley Rectory was Henry Bull. He loved to watch the ghost as she walked across the garden. However, the mysterious lady soon became a problem. She often frightened guests by looking at them through the windows. Once Henry's four daughters even saw the lady walking across the lawn in broad daylight. More ghosts were seen during the time Henry's son, Harry, owned the rectory. A ghostly coach and horses were often seen racing past the rectory.

In 1927 Eric Smith and his wife began living at the rectory. They had been told of the building's reputation and so invited the well-known ghost hunter, Harry Price, to visit. When Mr. Price arrived there was an immediate increase in the ghostly activities. Objects were smashed and stones were thrown at him. It was all too much for the Smiths so they left the house.

The next family, who lived in the house, also left quickly after several frightening events. For a time nobody wanted to live in the house and so it was empty until 1937 when Harry Price returned to investigate the ghostly happenings further. With a team of forty-eight observers he noted an amazing number of psychic phenomena. The strangest happened on 27th March 1938 when a ghostly voice warned members of the team that the rectory would catch fire that night and burn down. However, it didn't happen and Harry Price left soon after. The building was then rented to a man called Captain Gregson. He too experienced mysterious happenings, including the disappearance of his two hunting dogs. Then, exactly eleven months after the ghost's warning, an oil lamp fell over in the hall and the rectory burnt to the ground. People who helped to put out the fire said they had seen ghosts walking through the burning building.

Harry Price returned to the site again in 1943. Digging in the cellars, he discovered the bones of a young woman. Believing that they were those of the dead nun, he tried to end the hauntings by giving them a Christian burial. It didn't work. Supernatural happenings are still reported from the site of the former rectory today.
